“It's like St Tropez was in the good old
days, before the hype: lazy beach days, dolphin watching
and fresh-caught seafood, all surrounded by sand dunes
and rice fields. We always recommend people stay at the
Sublime Comporta, a beautiful minimalist design hotel
that's simple, but so elegant.”
